STES PROPOSAL
A NEW GEOECONOMICAL AREA, EMBRACING  NORD AFRICA AND EUROPEAN COUNTRIES,  ABLE TO COMPETE WITH THE GROWTH OF OTHER MAJOR GEOPOLITICAL AREAS OF THE WORLD.


      This plan implement through a policy of economic and energetic new interconnection around the Mediterranean where: the north Africa countries, bounded in a sort of federation (NAU, North Africa Union),  would ensure the “EU energy system” with oil and gas with reliable contracts (Egypt, Libya, Algeria) and competitive labor force, (Tunisia and Morocco.), on the other hand  the EU, provide its  potential entrepreneurship, technology, developing etc.   
In a large net of fifty-fifty  joint ventures, NAU would acquire production capacities, employment and local and international markets ; EU would return at a more equilibrated and competitive growth.
      After many years of exploitation of North Africa  territories, carried out with the complicity of local governments of  'family' type, the feasibility of such a plan looks now possible, however, requires as first prerequisite , the  affirmation of democratic governments in order to promote more  production and market capacities at local and international level.
     Second condition for doing so and support the changes underway, the EU must strive for greater cohesion, a common taxation, contracts of employment with the involvement of workers  in the profits of companies (the case of Germany, with wages linked to productivity) and of course a more linear bureaucracy. In this way it would achieve not only a return to growth, but also the political unity of which it feels increasingly lack. North Africa, on the other hand, would accelerate its democratic process, control the emigration, not only accepting rejections, but by developing new jobs and initiatives.
      The “picture” described may seem utopian, but checking in detail the conditions of the two areas, is obvious that both can be complementary in achieving growth, directed to the common welfare but increasingly necessary in the international situation and prospect.
      STES that always work in the ethic of development considers this a possible path and is ready to support with his knowledge anyone who wants to accept this proposal, and can be also a simple reference point.
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
